Luke 1:1-4

1 FORASMUCH as many have
taken in hand to set forth in
order a declaration of those
things which are most surely
believed among us, 2 Even
as they delivered them unto
us, which from the
beginning were
eyewitnesses, and ministers
of the word; 3 It seemed
good to me also, having had
perfect understanding of all
things from the very first, to
write unto thee in order,
most excellent Theophilus,
4 That thou mightest know
the certainty of those things,
wherein thou hast been
instructed.

PART II: THE PRE-EXISTENT STATE OF CHRIST AND HIS INCARNATION

John 1:1-18

2: In his introduction John
pictures Christ as the Word

John 1:1-18

1 IN the beginning was the
Word, and the Word was
with God, and the Word was
God. 2 The same was in the
beginning with God. 3 All
things were made by him;
and without him was not
any thing made that was
made. 4 In him was life; and
the life was the light of men.
5 And the light shineth in
darkness; and the darkness
comprehended it not. 6
There was a man sent from
God, whose name was John.
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7 The same came for a
witness, to bear witness of
the Light, that all men
through him might believe.
8 He was not that Light, but
was sent to bear witness of
that Light. 9 That was the
true Light, which lighteth
every man that cometh into
the world. 10 He was in the
world, and the world was
made by him, and the world
knew him not. 11 He came
unto his own, and his own
received him not. 12 But as
many as received him, to
them gave he power to
become the sons of God,
even to them that believe on
his name: 13 Which were
born, not of blood, nor of
the will of the flesh, nor of
the will of man, but of God.
14 And the Word was made
flesh, and dwelt among us,
(and we beheld his glory, the
glory as of the only begotten
of the Father,) full of grace
and truth. 15 John bare
witness of him, and cried,
saying, This was he of
whom I spake, He that
cometh after me is preferred
before me: for he was before
me. 16 And of his fulness
have all we received, and
grace for grace. 17 For the
law was given by Moses,
but grace and truth came by
Jesus Christ. 18 No man
hath seen God at any time;
the only begotten Son,
which is in the bosom of the
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Father, he hath declared
him.

23 And Jesus himself
began to be about thirty
years of age, being (as was
supposed) the son of
Joseph, which was the son
of Heli, 24 Which was the
son of Matthat, which was
the son of Levi, which was
the son of Melchi, which
was the son of Janna,
which was the son of
Joseph, 25 Which was the
son of Mattathias, which
was the son of Amos,
which was the son of
Naum, which was the son
of Esli, which was the son
of Nagge, 26 Which was

PART IV: THE BIRTH AND CHILDHOOD OF JOHN THE BAPTIST AND OF JESUS

Luke 1:5-25

4: The annunciation of the
birth of the Baptist to
Zacharias

Luke 1:5-25

S There was in the days of
Herod, the king of Judaea,
a certain priest named
Zacharias, of the course of
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Abia: and his wife was of
the daughters of Aaron, and
her name was Elisabeth. 6
And they were both
righteous before God,
walking in all the
commandments and
ordinances of the Lord
blameless. 7 And they had
no child, because that
Elisabeth was barren, and
they both were now well
stricken in years. 8 And it
came to pass, that while he
executed the priest’s office
before God in the order of
his course, 9 According to
the custom of the priest’s
office, his lot was to burn
incense when he went into
the temple of the Lord. 10
And the whole multitude of
the people were praying
without at the time of
incense. 11 And there
appeared unto him an angel
of the Lord standing on the
right side of the altar of
incense. 12 And when
Zacharias saw him, he was
troubled, and fear fell upon
him. 13 But the angel said
unto him, Fear not,
Zacharias: for thy prayer is
heard; and thy wife
Elisabeth shall bear thee a
son, and thou shalt call his
name John. 14 And thou
shalt have joy and gladness;
and many shall rejoice at
his birth. 15 For he shall be
great in the sight of the
Lord, and shall drink
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neither wine nor strong
drink; and he shall be filled
with the Holy Ghost, even
from his mother’s womb.
16 And many of the
children of Israel shall he
turn to the Lord their God.
17 And he shall go before
him in the spirit and power
of Elias, to turn the hearts
of the fathers to the
children, and the
disobedient to the wisdom
of the just; to make ready a
people prepared for the
Lord. 18 And Zacharias
said unto the angel,
Whereby shall I know this?
for I am an old man, and
my wife well stricken in
years. 19 And the angel
answering said unto him, I
am Gabriel, that stand in
the presence of God; and
am sent to speak unto thee,
and to shew thee these glad
tidings. 20 And, behold,
thou shalt be dumb, and not
able to speak, until the day
that these things shall be
performed, because thou
believest not my words,
which shall be fulfilled in
their season. 21 And the
people waited for
Zacharias, and marvelled
that he tarried so long in the
temple. 22 And when he
came out, he could not
speak unto them: and they
perceived that he had seen
a vision in the temple: for
he beckoned unto them,
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and remained speechless.
23 And it came to pass,
that, as soon as the days of
his ministration were
accomplished, he departed
to his own house. 24 And
after those days his wife
Elisabeth conceived, and
hid herself five months,
saying, 25 Thus hath the
Lord dealt with me in the
days wherein he looked on
me, to take away my
reproach among men.

virgin Mary of the birth of 26 And in the sixth month
Jesus the angel Gabriel was sent

from God unto a city of
Galilee, named Nazareth,
27 To a virgin espoused to
a man whose name was
Joseph, of the house of
David; and the virgin’s
name was Mary. 28 And the
angel came in unto her, and
said, Hail, thou that art
highly favoured, the Lord
is with thee: blessed art
thou among women.

38 And Mary
said, Behold the handmaid
of the Lord; be it unto me
according to thy word. And
the angel departed from
her.

39 And Mary arose in those
days, and went into the hill

country with haste, into a
city of Juda; 40 And
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entered into the house of
Zacharias, and saluted
Elisabeth. 41 And it came
to pass, that, when
Elisabeth heard the
salutation of Mary, the babe
leaped in her womb; and
Elisabeth was filled with
the Holy Ghost: 42 And she
spake out with a loud voice,
and said, Blessed art thou
among women, and blessed
is the fruit of thy womb. 43
And whence is this to me,
that the mother of my Lord
should come to me? 44 For,
lo, as soon as the voice of
thy salutation sounded in
mine ears, the babe leaped
in my womb for joy. 45

46 And Mary said, My soul
doth magnify the Lord, 47
And my spirit hath rejoiced
in God my Saviour. 48 For
he hath regarded the low
estate of his handmaiden:
For, behold, from
henceforth all generations
shall call me blessed. 49
For he that is mighty hath
done to me great things;
And holy is his name. 50
And his mercy is on them
that fear him From

He hath shewed strength
with his arm; He hath
scattered the proud in the
imagination of their hearts.

Luke 1:57-80

57 Now Elisabeth’s full
time came that she should
be delivered; and she
brought forth a son. 58 And
her neighbours and her
cousins heard how the Lord
had shewed great mercy
upon her; and they rejoiced
with her. 59 And it came to
pass, that on the eighth day
they came to circumcise the
child; and they called him
Zacharias, after the name of
his father. 60 And his
mother answered and said,
Not so; but he shall be
called John. 61 And they
said unto her, There is none
of thy kindred that is called

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by this name. 62 And they
made signs to his father,
how he would have him
called.

oath which he sware to our

would grant unto us, that
we being delivered out of
the hand of our enemies
Might serve him without
fear, 75 In holiness and
righteousness before him,
All the days of our life.

Matthew 1:18-25

18 Now the birth of Jesus
Christ was on this wise:
When as his mother Mary
was espoused to Joseph,
before they came together,
she was found with child of
the Holy Ghost. 19 Then
Joseph her husband, being a
Jjust man, and not willing to
make her a publick

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example, was minded to put
her away privily. 20 But
while he thought on these
things, behold, the angel of
the Lord appeared unto him
in a dream, saying, Joseph,
thou son of David, fear not
to take unto thee Mary thy
wife: for that which is
conceived in her is of the
Holy Ghost.

Luke 2:1-7

1 And it came to pass in
those days, that there went
out a decree from Caesar
Augustus, that all the world
should be taxed.

3 And all went to be
taxed, every one into his
own city. 4 And Joseph also
went up from Galilee, out

good tidings of great joy,
which shall be to all people.
11 For unto you is born this

the babe wrapped in
swaddling clothes, lying in
a manger.

13 And when they were
departed, behold, the angel
of the Lord appeareth to
Joseph in a dream, saying,
Arise, and take the young
child and his mother, and
flee into Egypt, and be thou
there until I bring thee
word: for Herod will seek

him. 14 When he arose, he
took the young child and his

The voice of one crying in
the wilderness, Prepare ye
the way of the Lord, make
his paths straight. 4 And the
same John had his raiment
of camel’s hair, and a
leathern girdle about his
loins; and his meat was
locusts and wild honey.

2 And
his disciples asked him,
saying, Master, who did
sin, this man, or his
parents, that he was born
blind? 3 Jesus answered,
Neither hath this man
sinned, nor his parents: but
that the works of God
should be made manifest in
him. 4 I must work the
works of him that sent me,
while it is day: the night
cometh, when no man can
work. 5 As long as [ am in
the world, I am the light of
the world. 6 When he had
thus spoken, he spat on the
ground, and made clay of
the spittle, and he anointed
the eyes of the blind man
with the clay, 7 And said
unto him, Go, wash in the
pool of Siloam, (which is
by interpretation, Sent.) He
went his way therefore, and
washed, and came seeing. 8
The neighbours therefore,
and they which before had
seen him that he was blind,
said, Is not this he that sat
and begged? 9 Some said,
This is he: others said, He
is like him: but he said, 1
am he. 10 Therefore said
they unto him, How were
thine eyes opened? 11 He
answered and said, A man
that is called Jesus made
clay, and anointed mine
eyes, and said unto me, Go
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to the pool of Siloam, and
wash: and I went and
washed, and I received
sight. 12 Then said they
unto him, Where is he? He
said, I know not. 13 They
brought to the Pharisees
him that aforetime was
blind. 14 And it was the
sabbath day when Jesus
made the clay, and opened
his eyes. 15 Then again the
Pharisees also asked him
how he had received his
sight. He said unto them,
He put clay upon mine
eyes, and I washed, and do
see. 16 Therefore said some
of the Pharisees, This man
is not of God, because he
keepeth not the sabbath
day. Others said, How can a
man that is a sinner do such
miracles? And there was a
division among them. 17
They say unto the blind
man again, What sayest
thou of him, that he hath
opened thine eyes? He said,
He is a prophet. 18 But the
Jews did not believe
concerning him, that he had
been blind, and received his
sight, until they called the
parents of him that had
received his sight. 19 And
they asked them, saying, Is
this your son, who ye say
was born blind? how then
doth he now see? 20 His
parents answered them and
said, We know that this is
our son, and that he was
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born blind: 21 But by what
means he now seeth, we
know not; or who hath
opened his eyes, we know
not: he is of age; ask him:
he shall speak for himself.
22 These words spake his
parents, because they
feared the Jews: for the
Jews had agreed already,
that if any man did confess
that he was Christ, he
should be put out of the
synagogue. 23 Therefore
said his parents, He is of
age; ask him. 24 Then
again called they the man
that was blind, and said
unto him, Give God the
praise: we know that this
man is a sinner. 25 He
answered and said,
Whether he be a sinner or
no, I know not: one thing |
know, that, whereas I was
blind, now I see. 26 Then
said they to him again,
What did he to thee? how
opened he thine eyes? 27
He answered them, I have
told you already, and ye did
not hear: wherefore would
ye hear it again? will ye
also be his disciples? 28
Then they reviled him, and
said, Thou art his disciple;
but we are Moses’
disciples. 29 We know that
God spake unto Moses: as
for this fellow, we know
not from whence he is. 30
The man answered and said
unto them, Why herein is a
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marvellous thing, that ye
know not from whence he
is, and yet he hath opened
mine eyes. 31 Now we
know that God heareth not
sinners: but if any man be a
worshipper of God, and
doeth his will, him he
heareth. 32 Since the world
began was it not heard that
any man opened the eyes of
one that was born blind. 33
If this man were not of
God, he could do nothing.
34 They answered and said
unto him, Thou wast
altogether born in sins, and
dost thou teach us? And
they cast him out. 35 Jesus
heard that they had cast
him out; and when he had
found him, he said unto
him, Dost thou believe on
the Son of God? 36 He
answered and said, Who is
he, Lord, that I might
believe on him? 37 And
Jesus said unto him, Thou
hast both seen him, and it is
he that talketh with thee. 38
And he said, Lord, I
believe. And he worshipped
him. 39 And Jesus said, For
judgment I am come into
this world, that they which
see not might see; and that
they which see might be
made blind. 40 And some
of the Pharisees which were
with him heard these
words, and said unto him,
Are we blind also? 41 Jesus
said unto them, If ye were
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blind, ye should have no
sin: but now ye say, We
see; therefore your sin
remaineth.

John 10:1-21
101: In the parable John 10:1-21
(allegory) of the Good 1 Verily, verily, I say unto

Shepherd Jesus draws the
picture of the hostile
Pharisees and intimates that
He is going to die for His
flock and come to life again

you, He that entereth not by
the door into the sheepfold,
but climbeth up some other
way, the same is a thief and
a robber. 2 But he that
entereth in by the door is
the shepherd of the sheep. 3
To him the porter openeth;
and the sheep hear his
voice: and he calleth his
own sheep by name, and
leadeth them out. 4 And
when he putteth forth his
own sheep, he goeth before
them, and the sheep follow
him: for they know his
voice. S And a stranger will
they not follow, but will
flee from him: for they
know not the voice of
strangers. 6 This parable
spake Jesus unto them: but
they understood not what
things they were which he
spake unto them. 7 Then
said Jesus unto them again,
Verily, verily, I say unto
you, I am the door of the
sheep. 8 All that ever came
before me are thieves and
robbers: but the sheep did
not hear them. 9 I am the
door: by me if any man
enter in, he shall be saved,
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and shall go in and out, and
find pasture. 10 The thief
cometh not, but for to steal,
and to kill, and to destroy: I
am come that they might
have life, and that they
might have it more
abundantly. 11 I am the
good shepherd: the good
shepherd giveth his life for
the sheep. 12 But he that is
an hireling, and not the
shepherd, whose own the
sheep are not, seeth the
wolf coming, and leaveth
the sheep, and fleeth: and
the wolf catcheth them, and
scattereth the sheep. 13 The
hireling fleeth, because he
is an hireling, and careth
not for the sheep. 14 I am
the good shepherd, and
know my sheep, and am
known of mine. 15 As the
Father knoweth me, even
so know I the Father: and I
lay down my life for the
sheep. 16 And other sheep |
have, which are not of this
fold: them also I must
bring, and they shall hear
my voice; and there shall
be one fold, and one
shepherd. 17 Therefore
doth my Father love me,
because I lay down my life,
that I might take it again.
18 No man taketh it from
me, but I lay it down of
myself. I have power to lay
it down, and I have power
to take it again. This
commandment have |
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received of my Father. 19
There was a division
therefore again among the
Jews for these sayings. 20
And many of them said, He
hath a devil, and is mad;
why hear ye him? 21
Others said, These are not
the words of him that hath a
devil. Can a devil open the
eyes of the blind?

1 After these things the
Lord appointed other
seventy also, and sent them
two and two before his face
into every city and place,
whither he himself would
come. 2 Therefore said he
unto them, The harvest
truly is great, but the
labourers are few: pray ye
therefore the Lord of the
harvest, that he would send
forth labourers into his
harvest. 3 Go your ways:
behold, I send you forth as
lambs among wolves. 4
Carry neither purse, nor
scrip, nor shoes: and salute
no man by the way. 5 And
into whatsoever house ye
enter, first say, Peace be to
this house. 6 And if the son
of peace be there, your
peace shall rest upon it: if
not, it shall turn to you
again. 7 And in the same
house remain, eating and
drinking such things as
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they give: for the labourer
is worthy of his hire. Go
not from house to house. 8
And into whatsoever city
ye enter, and they receive
you, eat such things as are
set before you: 9 And heal
the sick that are therein,
and say unto them, The
kingdom of God is come
nigh unto you. 10 But into
whatsoever city ye enter,
and they receive you not,
go your ways out into the
streets of the same, and say,
11 Even the very dust of
your city, which cleaveth
on us, we do wipe off
against you:
notwithstanding be ye sure
of this, that the kingdom of
God is come nigh unto you.
12 But I say unto you, that
it shall be more tolerable in
that day for Sodom, than
for that city. 13 Woe unto
thee, Chorazin! woe unto
thee, Bethsaida! for if the
mighty works had been
done in Tyre and Sidon,
which have been done in
you, they had a great while
ago repented, sitting in
sackcloth and ashes. 14 But
it shall be more tolerable
for Tyre and Sidon at the
judgment, than for you. 15
And thou, Capernaum,
which art exalted to
heaven, shalt be thrust
down to hell. 16 He that
heareth you heareth me;
and he that despiseth you
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despiseth me; and he that
despiseth me despiseth him
that sent me. 17 And the
seventy returned again with
joy, saying, Lord, even the
devils are subject unto us
through thy name. 18 And
he said unto them, I beheld
Satan as lightning fall from
heaven. 19 Behold, I give
unto you power to tread on
serpents and scorpions, and
over all the power of the
enemy: and nothing shall
by any means hurt you. 20
Notwithstanding in this
rejoice not, that the spirits
are subject unto you; but
rather rejoice, because your
names are written in
heaven. 21 In that hour
Jesus rejoiced in spirit, and
said, I thank thee, O Father,
Lord of heaven and earth,
that thou hast hid these
things from the wise and
prudent, and hast revealed
them unto babes: even so,
Father; for so it seemed
good in thy sight. 22 All
things are delivered to me
of my Father: and no man
knoweth who the Son is,
but the Father; and who the
Father is, but the Son, and
he to whom the Son will
reveal him.

27 And he
answering said, Thou shalt
love the Lord thy God with
all thy heart, and with all
thy soul, and with all thy
strength, and with all thy
mind; and thy neighbour as
thyself. 28 And he said unto
him, Thou hast answered
right: this do, and thou
shalt live. 29 But he,
willing to justify himself,
said unto Jesus, And who is
my neighbour? 30 And
Jesus answering said, A
certain man went down
from Jerusalem to Jericho,
and fell among thieves,
which stripped him of his
raiment, and wounded him,
and departed, leaving him
half dead. 31 And by
chance there came down a
certain priest that way: and
when he saw him, he
passed by on the other side.
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32 And likewise a Levite,
when he was at the place,
came and looked on him,
and passed by on the other
side. 33 But a certain
Samaritan, as he journeyed,
came where he was: and
when he saw him, he had
compassion on him, 34 And
went to him, and bound up
his wounds, pouring in oil
and wine, and set him on
his own beast, and brought
him to an inn, and took care
of him. 35 And on the
morrow when he departed,
he took out two pence, and
gave them to the host, and
said unto him, Take care of
him; and whatsoever thou
spendest more, when |
come again, [ will repay
thee.

thee. 8 I say unto you,
Though he will not rise and
give him, because he is his
friend, yet because of his
importunity he will rise and
give him as many as he
needeth. 9 And I say unto
you, Ask, and it shall be
given you; seek, and ye
shall find; knock, and it
shall be opened unto you.
10 For every one that
asketh receiveth; and he
that seeketh findeth; and to
him that knocketh it shall
be opened. 11 If a son shall
ask bread of any of you that
is a father, will he give him
a stone? or if he ask a fish,
will he for a fish give him a
serpent? 12 Or if he shall
ask an egg, will he offer
him a scorpion? 13 If ye
then, being evil, know how
to give good gifts unto your
children: how much more
shall your heavenly Father
give the Holy Spirit to them
that ask him?

14 And he was casting out a
devil, and it was dumb.
And it came to pass, when
the devil was gone out, the
dumb spake; and the people
wondered. 15 But some of
them said, He casteth out
devils through Beelzebub
the chief of the devils. 16
And others, tempting him,
sought of him a sign from
heaven. 17 But he,
knowing their thoughts,
said unto them, Every
kingdom divided against
itself is brought to
desolation; and a house
divided against a house
falleth. 18 If Satan also be
divided against himself,
how shall his kingdom
stand? because ye say that I
cast out devils through
Beelzebub. 19 And if [ by
Beelzebub cast out devils,
by whom do your sons cast
them out? therefore shall
they be your judges. 20 But
if I with the finger of God
cast out devils, no doubt the
kingdom of God is come
upon you. 21 When a
strong man armed keepeth
his palace, his goods are in
peace: 22 But when a
stronger than he shall come
upon him, and overcome
him, he taketh from him all
his armour wherein he
trusted, and divideth his
spoils. 23 He that is not
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with me is against me: and
he that gathereth not with
me scattereth. 24 When the
unclean spirit is gone out of
a man, he walketh through
dry places, seeking rest;
and finding none, he saith, I
will return unto my house
whence I came out. 25 And
when he cometh, he findeth
it swept and garnished. 26
Then goeth he, and taketh
to him seven other spirits
more wicked than himself;

41 But rather give
alms of such things as ye
have; and, behold, all
things are clean unto you.
42 But woe unto you,
Pharisees! for ye tithe mint
and rue and all manner of
herbs, and pass over
judgment and the love of
God: these ought ye to have
done, and not to leave the
other undone. 43 Woe unto
you, Pharisees! for ye love
the uppermost seats in the
synagogues, and greetings
in the markets. 44 Woe
unto you, scribes and
Pharisees, hypocrites! for
ye are as graves which
appear not, and the men
that walk over them are not
aware of them. 45 Then
answered one of the
lawyers, and said unto him,
Master, thus saying thou
reproachest us also. 46 And
he said, Woe unto you also,
ye lawyers! for ye lade men
with burdens grievous to be
borne, and ye yourselves
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touch not the burdens with
one of your fingers. 47 Woe
unto you! for ye build the
sepulchres of the prophets,
and your fathers killed
them.

49 Therefore
also said the wisdom of
God, I will send them
prophets and apostles, and
some of them they shall
slay and persecute: 50 That
the blood of all the
prophets, which was shed
from the foundation of the

108: Jesus speaks to His
disciples and a vast throng
about hypocrisy,
covetousness (Parable of
the rich fool), worldly
anxieties, watchfulness
(Parable of waiting servants
and of the wise steward),
and His own approaching
passion

Luke 12:1-59

1 In the mean time, when
there were gathered
together an innumerable
multitude of people,
insomuch that they trode
one upon another, he began
to say unto his disciples
first of all, Beware ye of the
leaven of the Pharisees,
which is hypocrisy. 2 For
there is nothing covered,
that shall not be revealed;
neither hid, that shall not be
known. 3 Therefore
whatsoever ye have spoken
in darkness shall be heard
in the light; and that which
ye have spoken in the ear in
closets shall be proclaimed
upon the housetops. 4 And
I say unto you my friends,
Be not afraid of them that
kill the body, and after that
have no more that they can
do. S But I will forewarn
you whom ye shall fear:
Fear him, which after he
hath killed hath power to
cast into hell; yea, I say
unto you, Fear him. 6 Are
not five sparrows sold for
two farthings, and not one
of them is forgotten before
God? 7 But even the very
hairs of your head are all
numbered. Fear not
therefore: ye are of more
value than many sparrows.
8 Also I say unto you,
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Whosoever shall confess
me before men, him shall
the Son of man also confess
before the angels of God: 9
But he that denieth me
before men shall be denied
before the angels of God.
10 And whosoever shall
speak a word against the
Son of man, it shall be
forgiven him: but unto him
that blasphemeth against
the Holy Ghost it shall not
be forgiven. 11 And when
they bring you unto the
synagogues, and unto
magistrates, and powers,
take ye no thought how or
what thing ye shall answer,
or what ye shall say: 12 For
the Holy Ghost shall teach
you in the same hour what
ye ought to say. 13 And one
of the company said unto
him, Master, speak to my
brother, that he divide the
inheritance with me. 14
And he said unto him, Man,
who made me a judge or a
divider over you? 15 And
he said unto them, Take
heed, and beware of
covetousness: for a man’s
life consisteth not in the
abundance of the things
which he possesseth. 16
And he spake a parable
unto them, saying, The
ground of a certain rich
man brought forth
plentifully: 17 And he
thought within himself,
saying, What shall I do,
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because I have no room
where to bestow my fruits?
18 And he said, This will
do: I will pull down my
barns, and build greater;
and there will I bestow all
my fruits and my goods. 19
And I will say to my soul,
Soul, thou hast much goods
laid up for many years; take
thine ease, eat, drink, and
be merry. 20 But God said
unto him, Thou fool, this
night thy soul shall be
required of thee: then
whose shall those things be,
which thou hast provided?
21 So is he that layeth up
treasure for himself, and is
not rich toward God. 22
And he said unto his
disciples, Therefore I say
unto you, Take no thought
for your life, what ye shall
eat; neither for the body,
what ye shall put on. 23
The life is more than meat,
and the body is more than
raiment. 24 Consider the
ravens: for they neither sow
nor reap; which neither
have storehouse nor barn;
and God feedeth them: how
much more are ye better
than the fowls? 25 And
which of you with taking
thought can add to his
stature one cubit? 26 If ye
then be not able to do that
thing which is least, why
take ye thought for the rest?
27 Consider the lilies how
they grow: they toil not,
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they spin not; and yet I say
unto you, that Solomon in
all his glory was not
arrayed like one of these.
28 If then God so clothe the
grass, which is to day in the
field, and to morrow is cast
into the oven; how much
more will he clothe you, O
ye of little faith? 29 And
seek not ye what ye shall
eat, or what ye shall drink,
neither be ye of doubtful
mind. 30 For all these
things do the nations of the
world seek after: and your
Father knoweth that ye
have need of these things.
31 But rather seek ye the
kingdom of God; and all
these things shall be added
unto you. 32 Fear not, little
flock; for it is your Father’s
good pleasure to give you
the kingdom. 33 Sell that
ye have, and give alms;
provide yourselves bags
which wax not old, a
treasure in the heavens that
faileth not, where no thief
approacheth, neither moth
corrupteth. 34 For where
your treasure is, there will
your heart be also. 35 Let
your loins be girded about,
and your lights burning; 36
And ye yourselves like unto
men that wait for their lord,
when he will return from
the wedding; that when he
cometh and knocketh, they
may open unto him
immediately. 37 Blessed
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are those servants, whom
the lord when he cometh
shall find watching: verily I
say unto you, that he shall
gird himself, and make
them to sit down to meat,
and will come forth and
serve them. 38 And if he
shall come in the second
watch, or come in the third
watch, and find them so,
blessed are those servants.
39 And this know, that if
the goodman of the house
had known what hour the
thief would come, he would
have watched, and not have
suffered his house to be
broken through. 40 Be ye
therefore ready also: for the
Son of man cometh at an
hour when ye think not. 41
Then Peter said unto him,
Lord, speakest thou this
parable unto us, or even to
all? 42 And the Lord said,
Who then is that faithful
and wise steward, whom
his lord shall make ruler
over his household, to give
them their portion of meat
in due season? 43 Blessed
is that servant, whom his
lord when he cometh shall
find so doing. 44 Of a truth
I say unto you, that he will
make him ruler over all that
he hath. 45 But and if that
servant say in his heart, My
lord delayeth his coming;
and shall begin to beat the
menservants and maidens,
and to eat and drink, and to

be drunken; 46 The lord of
that servant will come in a
day when he looketh not
for him, and at an hour
when he is not aware, and
will cut him in sunder, and
will appoint him his portion
with the unbelievers. 47
And that servant, which
knew his lord’s will, and
prepared not himself,
neither did according to his
will, shall be beaten with
many stripes. 48 But he
that knew not, and did
commit things worthy of
stripes, shall be beaten with
few stripes.

Luke 16:1-17:10

1 And he said also unto his
disciples, There was a
certain rich man, which had
a steward; and the same
was accused unto him that
he had wasted his goods. 2
And he called him, and said
unto him, How is it that I
hear this of thee? give an
account of thy stewardship;
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for thou mayest be no
longer steward. 3 Then the
steward said within
himself, What shall I do?
for my lord taketh away
from me the stewardship: I
cannot dig; to beg I am
ashamed. 4 I am resolved
what to do, that, when I am
put out of the stewardship,
they may receive me into
their houses. 5 So he called
every one of his lord’s
debtors unto him, and said
unto the first, How much
owest thou unto my lord? 6
And he said, An hundred
measures of oil. And he
said unto him, Take thy bill,
and sit down quickly, and
write fifty. 7 Then said he
to another, And how much
owest thou? And he said,
An hundred measures of
wheat. And he said unto
him, Take thy bill, and
write fourscore. 8 And the
lord commended the unjust
steward, because he had
done wisely: for the
children of this world are in
their generation wiser than
the children of light. 9 And
I say unto you, Make to
yourselves friends of the
mammon of
unrighteousness; that, when
ye fail, they may receive
you into everlasting
habitations.

Ye cannot
serve God and mammon.
14 And the Pharisees also,
who were covetous, heard
all these things: and they
derided him. 15 And he
said unto them, Ye are they
which justify yourselves
before men; but God
knoweth your hearts: for
that which is highly
esteemed among men is
abomination in the sight of
God. 16 The law and the
prophets were until John:
since that time the kingdom
of God is preached, and
every man presseth into it.

27 Then he
said, I pray thee therefore,
father, that thou wouldest
send him to my father’s
house: 28 For I have five
brethren; that he may
testify unto them, lest they
also come into this place of
torment. 29 Abraham saith
unto him, They have Moses
and the prophets; let them
hear them. 30 And he said,
Nay, father Abraham: but if
one went unto them from
the dead, they will repent.
31 And he said unto him, If
they hear not Moses and
the prophets, neither will
they be persuaded, though
one rose from the dead. 1
Then said he unto the
disciples, It is impossible
but that offences will come:
but woe unto him, through
whom they come! 2 It were
better for him that a
millstone were hanged
about his neck, and he cast
into the sea, than that he
should offend one of these
little ones. 3 Take heed to
yourselves: If thy brother
trespass against thee,
rebuke him; and if he
repent, forgive him. 4 And
if he trespass against thee
seven times in a day, and
seven times in a day turn
again to thee, saying, |
repent; thou shalt forgive
him. 5 And the apostles
said unto the Lord, Increase

20
Then Martha, as soon as
she heard that Jesus was
coming, went and met him:
but Mary sat still in the
house. 21 Then said Martha
unto Jesus, Lord, if thou
hadst been here, my brother
had not died. 22 But I
know, that even now,
whatsoever thou wilt ask of
God, God will give it thee.
23 Jesus saith unto her, Thy
brother shall rise again. 24
Martha saith unto him, I
know that he shall rise
again in the resurrection at
the last day. 25 Jesus said
unto her, I am the
resurrection, and the life:

whosoever liveth and

33
When Jesus therefore saw
her weeping, and the Jews
also weeping which came
with her, he groaned in the
spirit, and was troubled, 34
And said, Where have ye
laid him? They said unto
him, Lord, come and see.

2 There
were together Simon Peter,
and Thomas called
Didymus, and Nathanael of
Cana in Galilee, and the
sons of Zebedee, and two
other of his disciples. 3
Simon Peter saith unto
them, I go a fishing. They
say unto him, We also go
with thee. They went forth,
and entered into a ship
immediately; and that night
they caught nothing. 4 But
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when the morning was now
come, Jesus stood on the
shore: but the disciples
knew not that it was Jesus.
5 Then Jesus saith unto
them, Children, have ye
any meat? They answered
him, No. 6 And he said
unto them, Cast the net on
the right side of the ship,
and ye shall find. They cast
therefore, and now they
were not able to draw it for
the multitude of fishes. 7
Therefore that disciple
whom Jesus loved saith
unto Peter, It is the Lord.
Now when Simon Peter
heard that it was the Lord,
he girt his fisher’s coat unto
him, (for he was naked,)
and did cast himself into
the sea. 8 And the other
disciples came in a little
ship; (for they were not far
from land, but as it were
two hundred cubits,)
dragging the net with
fishes. 9 As soon then as
they were come to land,
they saw a fire of coals
there, and fish laid thereon,
and bread. 10 Jesus saith
unto them, Bring of the fish
which ye have now caught.
11 Simon Peter went up,
and drew the net to land
full of great fishes, an
hundred and fifty and three:
and for all there were so
many, yet was not the net
broken. 12 Jesus saith unto
them, Come and dine. And
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none of the disciples durst
ask him, Who art thou?
knowing that it was the
Lord. 13 Jesus then
cometh, and taketh bread,
and giveth them, and fish
likewise. 14 This is now the
third time that Jesus
shewed himself to his
disciples, after that he was
risen from the dead. 15 So
when they had dined, Jesus
saith to Simon Peter,
Simon, son of Jonas, lovest
thou me more than these?
He saith unto him, Yea,
Lord; thou knowest that I
love thee. He saith unto
him, Feed my lambs. 16 He
saith to him again the
second time, Simon, son of
Jonas, lovest thou me? He
saith unto him, Yea, Lord;
thou knowest that I love
thee. He saith unto him,
Feed my sheep. 17 He saith
unto him the third time,
Simon, son of Jonas, lovest
thou me? Peter was grieved
because he said unto him
the third time, Lovest thou
me? And he said unto him,
Lord, thou knowest all
things; thou knowest that I
love thee. Jesus saith unto
him, Feed my sheep. 18
Verily, verily, I say unto
thee, When thou wast
young, thou girdedst
thyself, and walkedst
whither thou wouldest: but
when thou shalt be old,
thou shalt stretch forth thy
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hands, and another shall
gird thee, and carry thee
whither thou wouldest not.
19 This spake he,
signifying by what death he
should glorify God. And
when he had spoken this,
he saith unto him, Follow
me. 20 Then Peter, turning
about, seeth the disciple
whom Jesus loved
following; which also
leaned on his breast at
supper, and said, Lord,
which is he that betrayeth
thee? 21 Peter seeing him
saith to Jesus, Lord, and
what shall this man do? 22
Jesus saith unto him, If I
will that he tarry till 1
come, what is that to thee?
follow thou me. 23 Then
went this saying abroad
among the brethren, that
that disciple should not die:
yet Jesus said not unto him,
He shall not die; but, If I
will that he tarry till
come, what is that to thee?
24 This is the disciple
which testifieth of these
things, and wrote these
things: and we know that
his testimony is true. 25
And there are also many
other things which Jesus
did, the which, if they
should be written every
one, I suppose that even the
world itself could not
contain the books that
should be written. Amen.
